Dear Friends:

 Wonderful things are happening at St. BenedictÕs! Not only 
are our trees and plants growing and blooming, but our worship 
services have been getting deeper all the time, and new people are 
being attracted to worship with us.  Our trees and plants grow when 
theyÕre planted right, given fertilizer and kept watered. That takes 
work and weÕre grateful to Kit, Tyler,  Celeste and Joanne and 
everyone else who is weeding and watering and nurturing them along. 
Our worship and our community life also need watering and 
nurturing, and perhaps even weeding from time to time. 

 Just as gardening requires working in cooperation with the plants and soil, so ÔchurchingÕ means 
cooperating with Spirit. We are co-creators with God. Our life together is nourished by attention, by prayer 
and by participation. When you take part in a service or an activity and put your attention into it,  it is a gift to 
the whole community. The more we turn to God in prayer and worship, the more we will experience the flow 
of GodÕs Spirit moving among usÉ as long as we donÕt get in the way!

 In the Sunday morning Bible Study group our discussion on evangelism has really become a 
discussion about prayer. We have been talking about listening to what God wants us to pray for, so that we 
are praying in cooperation with the Holy Spirit. Sometimes we hope we can control things by praying Ð if 
we just pray hard enough, God will come around to seeing things our way and do what we want her to. 
ThatÕs treating God like a stuck vending machine that needs to be hit in just the right way to make it deliver 
the goods! 

 Rather than telling God what he should do, we can simply ask for GodÕs will to be done and for us 
to be given the grace to stay out of the way! Then the Holy Spirit can do what she does best, and we can get 
on board with GodÕs intention for us.  I invite you to experiment with asking the Holy Spirit to show you 
what you should do, where you should go, what you should think, and what you should say. You may be 
surprised at the results!

 Jesus taught us to persevere in prayer, but itÕs a two-way conversation.  We donÕt just talk, we listen 
too. Otherwise we can get stuck because our prayers are limited by our own limited vision. But we only 
discover how limited it is when we let go and let the Holy Spirit lead us, taking charge of what we do and 
how we do it.

 Listening as a faith community means being open to the possibility that God may want to do things 
differently than we expect. It means getting out of GodÕs way so that he can do the amazing things she longs 
to do in our midst. When we planted the daffodil bulbs in the garden we didnÕt keep digging them up again 
to check that they were growing! So it is with prayerÉ let us pray and then let God do what God wills with 
our prayers. 

 This is an exciting adventure that we are on together with each other and with God. I look forward 
to hearing more about how God is working in your life and in our corporate life when I return from study 
leave in August (see page 3).

And to Balboa 
Park, a very large park, which contains most of the city's museums, and gorgeous gardens and landscaping, and wonderful places 
to sit and read or have a picnic. And good birds too! In about 10 minutes we can be at Mission Bay Park, where there are lots of 
places to sit on the beach. So, we are exploring and enjoying the city - though I think we both like the more quiet aspect of our 
part of the Central Coast better! Hillcrest is home to several hospitals - and the thumping loud sound of medical helicopters over 
our apartment can be a little tedious!

 Dennis is enjoying working with his new colleagues. Rady ChildrenÕs Hospital is building an addition. 
And they are instituting an enlarged menu. So things are hopping. Dennis will be having fun soon:  he'll be 
cooking all the new menus and teaching the staff how to do them - and you know how much Dennis enjoys 
cooking!

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Kitchen and Building Update...Rev. Caro

 
 ¥Thanks to generous 
donations from Bishop Mary 
and from Jerry and Carol 
Pietroforte, we have reached 
and exceeded our goal of 
$25,000 for the kitchen! 
Our thanks go to everyone 
who donated, especially 
those who gave the original 

matching challenge. Those of us who have remodeled our 
own kitchens know that $25,000 is a low figure for this 
project. It  does not include the cost of the additional 
temporary bathroom, but  someone has generously agreed to 
cover that  cost! Clearly the Holy Spirit is as ready for us to 
have a kitchen as we are!

 ¥The vestry will be considering whether to pay an 
extra $2,500 to install an on-demand gas water heater 
instead of having a normal tank. This would be mounted on a 
wall in the bathroom so we could use the water heater closet 
that is already framed as a storage cupboard - we are going to 
need as much storage space as we can find! An on-demand 
heater would be able to provide plenty of water for our needs 
just  when we wanted it, rather than heating and storing water 
all week when we're not here.

 ¥In the next few weeks, we will have the left hand 
bathroom and the kitchen treated for termites, and a door 
installed in the  kitchen (the door that  faces east.) We'll also 
be clearing it of all the items stored in there. Liz Maruska is 
heading up the kitchen project with the able help of our 
Junior Warden, John Cribb, and the members of the Kitchen 
Cabinet. The next step is for Liz to get bids from the five 
contractors we are consider ing and to make a 
recommendation to the vestry. We are looking for someone 
who will give us a definite price, not a time-and-materials 
contract.

 ¥What  else? The lights are up in the  parking lot and 
they are very BRIGHT. The switch is opposite the current 
bathroom and it  is possible to turn them on and not  know it 
because they don't  come on until it  gets dark. So please do 
not press the new thingy on the wall to see what it does or 
the lights will be on all night and our neighbors will be 
unhappy. If you need to know about them please ask one of 
the wardens. We are planning to re-angle them so that they do 
not shed quite so much light into our neighbor's yard and 
bedrooms.

 

 ¥The Building Fund is spent up so please keep your 
contributions coming. We may find that the kitchen costs 
more than $25,000, and we'll probably find some other things 
that need doing... we seem to have some rot on the fascia 
boards of the veranda and as long as it's only in the fascia 
boards that won't be too expensive, but stopping it  happening 
again may mean installing a gutter. Also it  would be 
wonderful to get the doors for the west side of the building so 
that folks driving down Los Osos Valley Rd see a good 
looking building with doors, not just plywood.

 ¥We budgeted a minimal amount for external painting 
this year and hope that  very soon the trim will  all be re-
primed and repainted. Next year we will probably need to 
paint the siding. We also expect to get the fence repaired in 
the next  couple of months. With all the rain this year we 
haven't been able to keep on top of the 'lawn'. Both Bill Hayes 
and Kit Gould have hurt  themselves trying to tame the grass, 
and new regulations from CDF mean that we're going to have 
to do a better job of keeping it mowed next  year. So that 
means a good rider mower and a rider mower needs a home 
so that  means getting a storage shed...sometimes stewardship 
is a big challenge! But it's one the folks of St  Benedict's are 
up to, with God's help.

Caro's Study Month: 

 As you know, Rev. Caro has two unpaid study months 
away from St. Benedict's each year. This is good for our 
budget and good for her mental health and the book she's now 
writing based on the material from her dissertation. 
 Her second study month this year is July, so if you 
need pastoral support during July, please contact Rev. Mary 
Elizabeth Pratt-Horsley, and for other church business, Senior 
Warden Diana Hammerlund. Phones and e-mail are in the 
church directory. 
 Caro will be back August 1, and weÕll have a parish 
meeting that day.

Unsung Heroes...Jim Marble

As the old saying goes, Ó You have only one chance 
to make a first impression.Ó  And so it  is with ushering at  St. 
BenedictÕs--- newcomers and visitors have only that initial 
impression to get  a feeling of who we are. And since no head 
usher has been appointed, president  elected, or chair of the 
ushering committee, this report  is being submitted under the 
name of U.S. Heroes (Unsung Heroes). 

The main responsibility of the usher is to greet 
parishioners, visitors and newcomers to St. BenedictÕs, and 
present  them with a bulletin and a Benediction Weekly. In 
larger, more established churches, the usher directs 
parishioners to a pew, but since St. BenedictÕs is not that 
large, directing worshippers to a pew is not  a problem. 
Ushering is a once a month job (occasionally twice a month.) 

Before the service begins, the usher appoints two 
people to take the wine and water (oblations) to the celebrant 
at the proper time. The proper time for the oblations will be 
made clear. The head count is taken by the usher during the 
sermon and the figure is then given to the oblators, who will 
in turn pass it  on to the celebrant, informing her/him the 
number of communicants. 

As the oblations are taken to the altar, the usher will 
pass the offering plate to the congregation. 

After the service, it also is the responsibility of the 
usher to clean up the pews. This means pick up any bulletins, 
copies of the Benediction Weekly, childrenÕs coloring books, 
sweaters, purses, coffee cups and anything else on the floor; 
straighten up and organize the hymnals, and prayer books; 
and organize the cushions. Housekeeping! 

So, letÕs sing the praises of our unsung heroes: Bill 
Dannenbring, Johnny Hammerlund, Bill Hayes, John Horsley, 
Jim Marble and Rob Ross. 
 However, being an usher at  St. BenedictÕs is not a 
boysÕ club! Ladies are most welcome and we have found it is 
a good way for newcomers to get involved. No previous 
training is necessary. Just a commitment.

 I n t h i s 
county alone as many as 
40,000 people each year 
have days when they 
donÕt know where their 
next meal is coming 
f r o m . T h e r e a r e 
members of our church 

who live on very low incomes and who sometimes depend on 
help from the Food Bank Coalition through the Senior 
Nutrition Program or through the food pantries in the 
community to put food on their table.

 The Hunger Walk on Sunday, September 26 is one 
way that we can help. ItÕs a short  2-3 mile walk starting at 
Trinity Methodist  Church, going down Pine and along to 3rd 
and Santa Maria, and back again. Walkers can designate that 
50% of what they raise goes to a specific agency that works 
with the Food Bank Ð so that could be Senior Nutrition, a Los 
Osos food pantry, Prado Day Center, the Maxine Lewis 
Homeless Shelter or the AIDS Support  Network, among 
others. 25% goes to the general fund of the Food bank, and 
25% goes to Church World Service for overseas relief.

 You can sign up on the Food Bank website starting 
August  1st, but  before that  we will have early registration 
forms so that  you can start  collecting donations from your 
friends and family. It will be possible to invite your friends to 
donate online so it  will be easier to get donations from Aunt 
Agatha and Cousin Jim and others from out of the area. I 
hope that Team St. BenÕs can raise at least  $2000 this year. 
CanÕt walk? There will be several people needed for 
registration and to help people along the route, and you can 
get sponsored for that too.

 Cookies and other goodies for the celebration at the 
end of the walk are also very welcome. If you can help, 
please talk to Caro+ or Judy Schloss. The Hunger Walk is 
jointly sponsored by the Food Bank Coalition and Central 
Coast Clergy and Laity for Justice and will take place in 
seven communities in the County simultaneously (so you can 
walk in SLO or Morro Bay if you prefer,

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Robin Denny is an Episcopal missionary, working as the 
Agriculture Consultant for the Episcopal Church of 
Sudan. Her home church is St. Luke’s, Atascadero. She 
has visited St. Benedict’s many times.  Her latest message 
follows:

ÒDear Friends,My of 

I want to apologize for 
not writing to you in so 
long. Settling into my 
second year here, feels 
like settling into 
normal life.  And in the 
pace of normal life, the 
months are just flying 
by!  Life in Juba is 
calm these days.  IÕm traveling a quarter of the time rather 
than two thirds of the time like I was last year.  The programs 
this year are requiring more management, as money comes in.  
IÕve got two pilot farms, a tractor, agriculture classes at 
Bishop Gwynne Theological College to design and teach, and 
a training for agriculture officers.  It is exciting, and IÕm 
enjoying the progress we are making, however halting it can 
feel from time to time. 

The tension between hope and fear, sadness and joy is a very 
present part of life in the mission field.  But I find this year 
that I see the patterns of hope more clearly, and I want to 
share a particular story with you.

The very first week I arrived in Sudan (Feb 2009), I visited 
the village of Panyikwara, in Magwi county.  I wrote about it 
in my first update.  The people had just returned, only months 
before, from more than a decade in refugee camps in Kenya 
and Uganda.  Everyone was hungry, some were starving, their 
houses were basic stick and tarp constructions.  There was 
very little planted.  The people were desperate.  The land they 
were on was so fertile, and they were farmers, but they hadnÕt 
arrived home in the planting season. I was so deeply 
saddened by their desperation, and I remember being 
galvanized by Bishop BernardÕs (their bishop) words, ÒWe 
hope that these people wonÕt be hungry next year.Ó  

I returned to Panyikwara at least 16 times last year.  (It is 
about 4 hours away from Juba.) The Province (of the 
Episcopal Church of Sudan) has land there, and the 
Archbishop wanted me to start a pilot project.  Unfortunately 
there were banking problems with our funding partner, so the 
farm was very small, and not able to make a profit.  Only 20 
families were involved, (in a larger community of 23,000) but  
they did receive training, and some were able to grow excess 
food.  

After that very first visit, when I saw a rainbow and 
remembered that there was always hope, it seemed to me that 
every time I looked, the hope kept growing.  Slowly the stick 
and tarp structures were replaced by well-built sturdy mud 
huts, some even made from bricks.  Shops sprung up along 
the road with metal roofs, more and more crops were planted, 
peopleÕs nutrition improved, a health clinic was built, a 
pharmacy was built, the market grew, some houses with metal 
roofs were built, people wearing new clothes, more people 
had rubber boots instead of flip flopsÉ. The changes are 
endless.  These are signs of progress, signs of development, 
hope made tangible. 

Yes, the people of Magwi county received help from outside.  
They were given some assistance by the UN High 
Commission on Refugees, and other refugee organizations 
built wells, and the clinic.  But the progress came down to the 
people.  The people did not give up hope.  Even though they 
were hungry and tired.  Even though, people like me showed 
up with dreams of big projects only to deliver very little, still 
their hospitality and their hope and their work ethic did not 
wane.  I did not know that progress like this was possible in 
such a short period of time, to go from severely 
impoverished, completely aid supported, to self-sufficient in 
one year (and a drought year at that!)

This is not the story everywhere.  I have seen other places 
where people cannot hold onto hope, where division and 
hatred, the fruit of war, continue to keep them in abject 
poverty and conflict.  

I had nothing to do with the success of the people of Magwi. I 
made mistakes, promising them things and then backing out.  
But they forgave me, and continued to welcome me into their 
homes and their lives.  I got to be the privileged witness of 
the miracle that has happened there, the fruit of their hope and 
faith.  Last week, I asked our farm supervisor if the people in 
Panyikwara were proud of how far they had come in a year.  
He said, Òhow can we be proud unless someone tells us we 
have done well?Ó  And in that moment I was so honored to 
get to be the one to slap him on the back and say, Òwell done 
friend!Ó
